As I mentioned earlier, the students have been extremely productive in the park, and we now have 9 goats, 99 chickens, 3 rabbits, 3 guinea pigs, 12 ducks, and thousands of ornamental plants for sale.  Also, the park has never looked better, and we have been averaging 15 visitors a day that want to get a better look at the animal projects, the agricultural projects, and walk the trail.
