Activities in the “One Day Basic Training on Bat Handling Techniques” 
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“One Day Basic Training on Bat Handling Techniques” was jointly organized by CDZ Small Mammals Club and Central Department of Zoology (CDZ), Tribhuvan University, Kirtipur, Kathmandu, Nepal on 28 July, 2009.
