Project Update: August 2010
We are pleased to report that from 9th-13th August 2010 and again from 23th-27th August, the project team held consultative meetings with key profile community leaders and representatives from the department of National Parks and Wildlife. The aims of the meetings were to brainstorm the importance of law enforcement; training needs of the department and the need of training some community structures/groups living around KWR to assist in wildlife law enforcement and monitoring, and to tour some areas of the reserve and appreciate some of the conservation problems that are being experiences, particularly on the Zambian side.  The meetings agreed that community groups should be trained on law enforcement in order to assist the department with patrols and monitoring. After touring some areas, participants were greatly concerned with some of the human induced illegal activities (e.g. bush fires, deforestation) that are taking place in some parts of reserve, particularly on the Zambian side. It was agreed that tough measures should be taken to contain the problems.
